He
turns away from the gossip and excitement and sets off roaming towards the sunlit hills
about the town. As the day goes on, the real and imaginary start to merge, and Davie
knows that neither he nor his world will ever be the same again

Kirsty Applebaum Troofriend What if you could have the perfect best friend? Someone who would never
argue with you and was always on your side? What if you could choose their hairstyle,
their clothes, the colour of their eyes? What if they would do anything for you? Would it
matter if they weren’t human.

Kirsty Applebaum The Middler Maggie’s never thought much about the Quiet War. It’s just somewhere
the eldest kids get sent when they turn fourteen, like her big brother, Jed. But when she
meets Una, a wanderer from outside the town boundary, she starts to see things
differently. What if everything she’s been told is wrong?

Emily Barr The Girl who came out of the Woods
Arty has lived in a hidden matriarchy in the hills of India all her life. But now a deadly
plague is threatening her tiny commune, and she must leave her home and go into the
modern world for help, before it’s too late.

Zillah Bethell The Song Walker (Carnegie shortlist 2024) When a young girl wakes up in the middle of
the desert, she has not idea who she is. She’s wearing one shoe, a plain black dress and
she’s carrying a strange, heavy case. She meets Tarni, who is on a mysterious quest of
her own. Together, the two girls trek across the vast and ever-changing Australian
Outback in search of answers. Except both are hiding secrets.....

Tim Bowler Buried Thunder What secrets lay buried in the heart of the forest? When Maya strays
into the forest she also walks straight into a nightmare. It’s not just the horrific
discovery she makes among the trees, it's what’s waiting for her at home. Something
too terrifying to believe in. She’s not even sure she believes it herself.

Sita Brahmachari When Secrets set Sail Years ago, it was The House of the Ayahs, giving shelter to
nannies who couldn’t return to their homeland. Now, it is a refugee centre —facing the
threat of closure. Quiet Usha instantly clashes with fiery new arrival Imitiaz. But then a
surprising visitor delivers a message: a broken promise from the house’s past must be
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fixed. Only by working together can the girls set the secrets of generations free, and
save their home

Running on the Roof of the World After twelve-year old Tash’s parents are seized by
soldiers, she and her best friend Sam resolve to rescue them. However, to do so, they
must escape Tibet, cross the mountains and seek help from the Dalai Lama in India. An
extraordinary journey begins....

Away with words (Carnegie shortlist 2024) Following the friendship that blossoms
between a newcomer in Scottish town who doesn't speak much English yet and a
local girl with selective mutism, Cameron's empowering novel is a thoughtful and
lyrical exploration of the power of communication.

Ruby Redfort (Books 1-6 Look into my Eyes; Take your last Breath; Catch your Death;
Feel the Fear; Pick your Poison; Blink and you Die) A genius code-cracker, a daring
detective, and a gadget-laden special agent who just happens to be a thirteen-year-old
girl.

The House of Secrets (Book 1 of 3) When Brendan, Cordelia and Nell move to Kristoff
House they have no idea that they are about to unleash the dark magic locked within.
Now the Walker kids must battle against deadly pirates, bloodthirsty warriors and a
bone-crunching giant. If they fail they will never see their parents again and a crazed
witch will take over the world

The Girl Who....Leah is the perfect survivor. She was seven years old when she saw her
mother and sister killed by a troubled young man. Her case hit the headlines and her
bravery made her a national sweetheart: strong, courageous and forgiving. But Leah is
hiding a secret about their deaths. And now, ten years later, all she can think of is
revenge.

Electric Life (Carnegie Longlist 2024) Alara’s incredible gaming skills bring her to the
attention of Estrella’s leaders. She is chosen to go on a dangerous mission to
London Under, the original older, long-deserted and distrusted city on top of
which Estrella (the Star city) was built, to gather ‘vital’ intelligence. Estrella is the
perfect society, an immaculate, sanitised, connected environment where
everything is channelled through the digital medium.

Flood Child Flood Child is set in the 22nd Century, in a partially flooded England.
Following climate change, the surviving English have gone back to simpler ways turning
their backs on a technological past while Scotland is in the ascendancy, seeking to
expand its borders and power-base. Both must deal with the Reavers, troublesome
piratical tribes who pillage the waterways. Lilly Melkun, an English fisher-girl, is out
sailing with her sea-cat when the bloodthirsty Reavers come raiding - and kidnap the
Prime Minister’s daughter. Her village in turmoil, Lilly decides to find the girl. In a daring
sea dash she sets out with an extraordinary ransom tucked inside her belt: a mysterious
talking jewel from a past computer age, that she later discovers everybody wants.
Louisiana’s Way Home (Carnegie 2020 Longlist) When Louisiana’s granny tells her they
must leave town — now! —to flee an ancient curse, Louisiana figures she will soon
changer her mind. After all, Granny can be very melodramatic. But Granny does not
intend for them to return. Ever. Far away from her friends and everything she knows,
Louisiana struggles to oppose the winds of fate and to find her way home. Could it be
that she is destined only for goodbyes?

Beverly, Right Here Beverly Tapinski has run away from home plenty of times before,
but now that she’s fourteen she figures it’s not running away. It’s leaving. Determined
to make it on her own, Beverly finds a job and a place to live and resolves not to depend
on anyone — or to have anyone depend on her. But despite her best efforts, she can’t
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help forming connections with those around her. And as she does, Beverly begins to see
herself through their eyes.

A Gathering Light (Carnegie Winner 2003) Mattie is torn between her familial
responsibilities, her desire to be a writer, and the excitement of a first romance. Her
dilemmas and choices are quietly reflected in the life of a young woman found drowned
in a lake, a woman that Mattie only gets to know through reading her letters. When
finally the tales of Mattie and the drowned girl merge, their stories beautifully combine
in a brilliant and perfect conclusion

The Letter for the King When Tiuri answers a desperate call for help, he finds himself on
a perilous mission that could cost him his life. He must deliver a secret letter to the King
who lives across the Great Mountains — a letter upon which the future of the entire
realm depends. It means abandoning home, breaking all the rules and leaving
everything behind — even the knighthood he has dreamed of for so long

Sea Ever since Ma died, Mouse has looked after her little brother, Sparrow, dreaming of
her destiny as captain of The Huntress. Now Da’s missing, Sparrow is in danger, and a
deathly cold is creeping across the world.....

Timothee de Fombelle Alma: The Wind Rises It is 1786. Alma lives with her family in an African valley. She
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spends her days exploring their blissful homeland. But everything changes when her
little brother finds a secret way out of the valley. AlIma sets out to find him but soon has
to face terrible dangers in a continent ravaged by the violence and horrors of the slave
trade. The journey to bring her brother home soon becomes a thrilling adventure to
save herself, her family, and the memory of her people

The Agathas After falling from grace last summer, Agatha Christie-obsessed Alice Ogilvie
needs to stay out of trouble. While smart and reclusive Iris Adams just want to get out
of Castle Cove. But now they have a murder to solve. There are clues the police are
ignoring, a list of suspects a mile long and some very dangerous cliffs. Amateur
detectives Alice and Iris are about to uncover just how many secrets their sleepy seaside
town is hiding....

Undercover Princess (Book 1 of The Rosewood Chronicles) All I've ever wanted is to
NOT be a princess. And then | end up getting roomed with a girl who’s obsessed with
them. Lottie Pumpkin is an ordinary girl who longs to be a princess. Ellie Wolf is a
princess who longs to be ordinary. When the two girls end up in the same dorm at
Rosewood Hall boarding school, they make the decision to swap identities. But
someone seems to have figured out what they’ve done, and — as Lottie quickly learns —
life at Rosewood is much more complicated than in the fairy tales she loves....

Princess in Practice (Book 2 of The Rosewood Chronicles) Lottie Pumpkin is an ordinary
girl who plays a princess to the outside world. Ellie Wolf is the princess she is protecting
from prying eyes. At Rosewood Hall boarding school, Lottie and Ellie must hide who
they are from everyone. But theirs isn’t the only secret. Students are being poisoned
and no one knows why. It falls to Lottie and Ellie to find the truth before danger finds
them first....

Bone Talk Samkad dreams of becoming a mighty headhunter like his father, carrying his
own weapons and etching tattoos across his chest to proclaim his greatness as a
warrior. His best friend is a girl his age, Little Luki, and Little Luki wants to become a
mighty warrior too....except in their culture, girls don’t grow up to become warriors. The
two friends have no idea about the world outside their isolated mountain village until a
boy from the Lowlands turns up....a boy who can speak many tongues and who tells
stories about the world outside that seem ridiculous and unbelievable especially the
part about invaders called ‘Americans’ who are coming to take over the village
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Wildspark Prue Haywood is on a mission: getting the ghost machins of Medlock to
remember the people they used to be. She needs to find her brother, Francis. If she
fails, her brother will stay dead. And if she succeeds, all of society may fall apart.
Brightstorm (A Sky-Ship Adventure Book 1) Arthur and Maudie Brightstorm are
devastated by the news that their father, a darling explorer, has died in a failed attempt
to reach South Polaris. But a mysterious clue leads the twins to question the story
they’ve been told. To find the truth, they must undertake the journey of a lifetime.

Kiran Millwood Hargrave The Girl of Ink and Stars Forbidden to leave her island, Isabella dreams of the

faraway lands her cartographer father once mapped. When her friend disappears, she
volunteers to guide the search. The world beyond the walls is a monster-filled
wasteland - and beneath the dry rivers and smoking mountains, a fire demon is stirring

from its sleep. Soon, following her map, her heart and an ancient myth, Isabella
discovers the true end of her journey: to save the island itself.

Kiran Millwood Hargrave The Island at the End of Everything There are some places you would not want to go.
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Even if | told you that we have oceans filled with sea turtles and dolphins, or forests lush
with parrots that call through air thick with warmth....Nobody comes here because they
want to. The island of no return.

A Pinch of Magic (Book 1 of 3 — A Pinch of Magic Adventure) (Book 2: A Sprinkle of
Sorcery Book 3: A Tangle of Spells) The Widdershins sisters, Betty, Fliss and Charlie are
trapped, prevented from leaving their home on Crowstone by an ancient family curse.
When they inherit three magical objects with the power to change their fate, adventure
beckons. But are they being led into even greater danger?

The Secret Key (Book 1 of the Agatha Oddly Series) Agatha Oddlow has been a
detective for as long as she can remember — she’s just been waiting for her first big
case. And nothing gets bigger than saving the city of London from some strange goings-
on. With a home in the middle of Hyde Park, a room full of beloved sleuthing novels and
a secret key that gives her access to a whole hidden side of London, Agatha is perfectly
poised to solve this mystery. But just who can she trust when no one is quite who they
seems....

Murder at the Museum (Book 2 of the Agatha Oddly Series) Agatha Oddlow’s just
stumbled across her next big case....a murder at the British Museum. But as Agatha
starts to dig beneath the surface she begins to suspect that a wider plot is afoot below
London — a plot involving a disused Tube station, a huge fireworks display and five
thousand tonnes of gold bullion. Luckily, Agatha’s on the trail....

Paradise End Carly is fascinated by Paradise End, the mysterious, luxurious mansion
near her own boring house. She imagines herself leading a life of glamour and
excitement behind its grand wrought-iron gates, but she must always return to her dull,
normal life. Then one day Carly meets Tia, who invites her inside Paradise End. Tia’s
family is fabulously rich and extravagant but, as the two girls become close friends,
Carly begins to uncover awful secrets that lie beneath the glittering fagade

Nowhere on Earth (Carnegie 2020 Longlist) It starts with a plane crash. There are
survivors: a teenage girl and her little brother. They are running from something. But
what? Then the men arrive. They are hunting the girl and boy. And —and that’s all we
can tell you.....

The Wolf Road (Carnegie Longlist 2022) When Lucas survives the car accident that kills
his parents, one memory stays with him — of the wolf that caused the crash. Forced to
leave his home and live with his nan in the remote wilderness of the Lake District, Lucas
struggles to adjust to his strange, new world. And when he learns that a wild creature is
killing livestock on the mountains, he knows it’s the wolf, that it’s come for him, and
that he must face it.

The Swifts (Carnegie Longlist 2024) Expertly combining the gothic eccentricity of
Lemony Snicket with the murder mystery chops of Robin Stevens, Lincoln's page-
turning debut centres on a spate of slayings in a very unusual family home and the
diminutive detective determined to crack the case.

Across the Risen Sea Neoma and Jag and their small community are ‘living gentle lives’
on high ground surrounded by the risen sea. When strangers from the Valley of the Sun
arrive unannounced, the two friends find themselves drawn into a web of secrecy and
lies that endangers their whole way of life. Soon daring, loyal Neoma must set off on a
solo mission across the risen sea, determined to rescue her best friend and find the
truth that will save her village.

Tomorrow when the war began The astonishing adventure begins....Ellie Linton wants
one final adventure with her friends before the school holidays are over. Packed in
Ellie’s parents’ car, they drive to a famously beautiful camp in the hills. Returning to
their home town of Wirrawee, the seven teenagers realize that something is seriously
wrong. Their world has changed forever. Would you give up everything? Would you
fight? Would you sacrifice life itself?

The Time of Green Magic Abi and her two step-brothers, Max and Louis, find that
strange things happen when they are alone in their eerie, ivy-coloured new house. Abi,
reading alone, finds herself tumbling deep into books, while Louis summons a startling
guest through his bedroom window. Even Max has started to notice shapes in the
shadows. Their busy parents see none of it — but Louis’ secret visitor is growing too
alarming to keep hidden, and he finds he cannot manage without Max and Abi’s help.
Can they find out where the mysterious creature has come from —and how to get it
back there?

Storm of Lies Hollie has spent her whole life on the quiet south coast. She’s faced some
tough challenges, but then who hasn’t? When she and her best friend, Parker, start a
research project on the local sea-wall defences, the last thing she expects is to uncover
a trail of lies that lead her — and those she loves most — into terrible danger.

The Cats we meet along the way Aisha hasn’t seen her sister for a long time. Two years
ago, June left the family home and didn’t look back, taking her pink hair and her strong,
stubborn personality with her. But now time is running out and priorities have changed.
With her boyfriend and his parents (as well as a stray cat called Fleabag), Aisha and her
Mak take a roadtrip through Malaysia in search of June — hoping to put the past to rest,
to come to terms with the present, and perhaps even to hope for the future.

The Midnight Guardians When evacuee Col’s childhood imaginary friends come to life,
he discovers a world where myths and legends are real. But they bring dire news: Col’s
sister is in danger. Together with his guardians — a six-foot tiger, a badger in a waistcoat
and a miniature knight — Col must race to Blitz-bombed London to save her. But there
are darker forces at work, even than the Nazi bombings. Soon Col is pursued by the
terrifying Midwinter King, who is determined to bring an eternal darkness down over
everything.

Tamar (Carnegie Winner 2005) In the Hunger Winter of 1944, two English spies
parachute into Nazi-occupied Holland. Half a century later, a fifteen year old girl named
Tamar inherits a box containing a sequence of clues and coded messages from her
grandfather. From the past, another Tamar emerges —a man involved in the terrifying
world of resistance fighters — and she is his namesake. She unravels a complex story of
passionate love, jealousy and tragedy set against the daily fear and casual horror of the
Second World War
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Between Sea and Sky Pearl and her younger sister Clover live on their floating oyster
farm, isolated from those living on a land ravaged by environmental disasters. They
spend their days swimming with porpoises and exploring the mudflats, but life is still far
from carefree. Clover is an illegal second child — and Pearl will do anything to protect
her.

Where the World turns Wild For Juniper and her little brother Bear, escaping their cage
of a city has always been a secret dream. But when scientists discover the siblings are
key to a merciless plan, their escape becomes more than that. Now it’s a flight for their
lives. As Juniper and Bear journey further from the city, they soon learn that there’s
cruelty in nature as well as beauty. Will they ever find the home they’re searching for?
Pax Pax and Peter have been inseparable ever since Peter rescued him as a cub but
when Peter is forced to return his fox to the wild, his world is torn apart. Despite the
encroaching war, and the three hundred miles between them, Peter sets out to find his
fox. Meanwhile Pax waits hopefully for his boy....

Seven Ghosts Jake and the other finalists in a story-writing competition have been
invited to a stately home for a tour like no other. As their guide leads them through
grand rooms, hidden nooks and magnificent grounds, they are about to hear the stories
of seven ghosts who haunt these walls. But strange shapes and shadows follow Jake as
he journeys through the house. The tour guide’s behaviour becomes ever more
suspicious. With each tale that he hears, Jake begins to feel more uneasy, and soon he
will discover that something is very, very wrong....

The truth about Celia Frost Celia Frost’s life is ruled by a rare disorder that means she
could bleed to death from the slightest cut, confirming her to a gloomy bubble of
“safety”. No friends. No fun. No life. But when a knife attack on Celia has unexpected
consequences, her mum reacts strangely —and suddenly they’re on the run. Why is her
mum so scared? Someone out there knows. And when they find Celia, she’s going to
wish the truth was a lie....

The Explorer From his seat in the tiny aeroplane, Fred watches the mysteries of the
Amazon jungle pass by below him. He has always dreamed of becoming an explorer, of
reading his name among the lists of great adventurers. If only he could land and look
about him. As the plan smashes into the canopy, Fred is suddenly left without a choice.
He and the three other children may be alive, but the jungle is a vast, untamed place.
With no hope of rescue, the chance of getting home feels terrifyingly small

Lampie (Carnegie 2020 Longlist) Every evening Lampie the lighthouse keeper’s
daughter must light a lantern to warn ships away from the rocks. But one stormy night
disaster strikes. The lantern goes out, a ship is wrecked and an adventure begins. In
disgrace, Lampie is sent to work as a maid at the Admiral’s Black House, where rumour
has it a monster lurks in the tower. But what she finds there is stranger and more
beautiful than any monster. Soon Lampie is drawn into a fairy tale adventure in a world
of mermaids and pirates, where she must fight with all her might for friendship,
freedom and the right to be different

Saint Death Anapra, Mexico. Beyond the fence lies America, the Land of the free but
freedom doesn’t come cheap. Tonight, Arturo must gamble not only for his friend’s
freedom, but for his friend’s life — while his own hangs in the balance. Can he cheat
Death herself?

Flygirl (Lit in Colour Reading List) Ida’s daddy was a pilot, and when he took her flying,
she never wanted to come down again. But after his death, the sky is off-limits to a
young black woman such as Ida. When America enters WWII, the Army forms the WASP
— Women Airforce Service Pilots —and Ida has a chance to join, if she’s willing to use her
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light skin to pass as a white girl. She wants to fly more than anything, but Ida soon
learns that denying one’s identity and family is a heavy burden. Can she fulfil her dream
without losing herself?

The Screaming Staircase (Book 1 of Lockwood & Co series) The dead are back to haunt
the living. Evil spirits crowd the streets after dark. Are you in danger of being ghost-
touched? With ghostly criminal cases on the rise, psychic investigations agents are in
demand as never before. The smallest, most ramshackle — but arguably the best — of
these agencies is Lockwood & Co. Meeting the dashing, scatty Anthony Lockwood; his
loyal, book-loving deputy George Cubbins; and their newest agent, brave Lucy Carlyle.
Together they must use their talents to keep you — and themselves —alive....

Girl. Boy. Sea. Bill is lost and alone on an endless sea after a storm sinks his yacht. His
future seems as unpredictable as the ocean itself. Everything changes when he rescues
another survivor from a different wreck. She is Aya, from the nomadic Berber tribe. As
hope of rescue fades, Aya tells tales of magic inspired by Shahrazad, who wove 1001
stories to save her life. In the grip of hunger, at the mercy of the burning sun and the
deadly deep, they begin a heart-stopping journey to find home.....

The Murderer’s Ape Sally Jones is an extraordinary gorilla and a brilliant ship’s engineer
who sails the high seas on The Hudson Queen with her loyal friend the Chief. One day
the shipmates are offered a mysterious job that promises to pay big bucks, but then
disaster strikes, the job goes wrong and the Chief is falsely convicted of murder. For
Sally Jones this is the start of a grand adventure and a desperate quest to clear her
friend’s name.

The False Rose (Book 2 The Murderer’s Ape) When Sally Jones and The Chief discover a
curious rose-shaped necklace hidden onboard their beloved Hudson Queen, it’s the
start of a perilous adventure for the seafaring gorilla and her faithful friend. Determined
to get to the bottom of the mystery, they set sail for Glasgow. There, they fall into the
clutches of the city’s most ruthless gang, commanded by a fearsome smuggler queen
who will stop at nothing to snatch the necklace for herself.

The Pearl Thief June, 1938. Julie Beaufort-Stuart returns for one last summer holiday at
Strathfearn, her grandfather’s Scottish estate. Soon the big old house will be sold, and
Julie’s childhood will vanish with it. But there are dangerous currents beneath the
surface at Strathfearn that are not ready to let her go.

Seaglass Lark needs a break. Her mother is ill, her sister has stopped speaking and she’s
fallen out with her best friend. When her family arrives at a caravan park on the Welsh
coast. Lark and her little sister rush off to explore. But soon this freedom gets
frightening. Is there a figure in the fog? What happened at the ruined house in the
woods? Why is her sister so fascinated by a girl in a green dress?

Gaslight 1899. All Nansi knows is that her mother disappeared on the day she was
fished out of the docks. She can’t remember anything else. Now, with no family to turn
to, she works for Sid at the Empire Theatre, sometimes legally, sometimes thieving,
trying to earn enough money to hire a detective to search for her mother. Everything
changes when Constance and Violet join the theatre. Nansi is forced to be part of
Violet’s crooked psychic act.

A Girl called Owl Owl has always wanted to know who her father is, but when you have
a mum who will not tell you anything and a best friend with problems of her own, it is
difficult to find time to investigate. When Owl starts seeing strange frost patterns on
her skin and crying tears of ice, her world shifts. Could her strange new powers be
linked to the father she has never met?

Bite Risk (BBA 2024 Longlist) Sel Archer lives in an ordinary town with ordinary
residents, except for one night a month....When the full moon rises, all of the adults
turn into werewolves, and it’s up to Sel and his friends to protect themselves from
danger.

Echo Mountain (Carnegie Shortlist 2021) By the time our first mountain winter came,
we had a snug, safe home with four good rooms — one for us children, on for our
parents, one for our kitchen, and one for everything else. A root cellar for what we’d
grown the whole summer long. A place where we could start again. But that was before
my father’s accident changed everything.

Beyond the Bright Sea Twelve-year old Crow has lived her entire life on a tiny, isolated
piece of the starkly beautiful Elizabeth Islands in Massachusetts. Abandoned and set
adrift in a small boat when she was just hours old, Crow’s only companions are Osh, the
man who rescued and raised her, and Miss Maggie, their fierce and affectionate
neighbour across the sandbar. Crow has always been curious about the world around
her, but it is not until the night a mysterious fire appears across the water that the
unspoken question of her own history forms in her heart. Soon, an unstoppable chain of
events is triggered, leading Crow down a path of discovery and danger.

The Midnight Peacock (Book 4 of The Sinclair’s Mysteries Series) The festive season has
come to Sinclair's and Sophie and Lil are spending the holidays at snowy Winter Hall.
But it turns out that this is no ordinary house party . .. As sinister secrets come to light,
our intrepid heroines find themselves faced with a more baffling mystery than ever
before! With the help of their friends, can they uncover the truth in time to foil a truly
diabolical plot? Or will Mr Sinclair's New Year's Eve Midnight Peacock Ball spell disaster
for the dauntless young detectives?

In
early nineteenth-century Yorkshire, the passionate attachment between a headstrong
young girl and an outcast boy brought up by her father causes disaster for them and
many others, even in the next generation.

The ABC Murders There is a serial killer on the loose, bent on working his way through
the alphabet and as a macabre calling card he leaves beside each victim’s corpse the
ABC Railway Guide open at the name of the town where the murder has taken place.
Having begun with Andover, Bexhill and then Churston, there seems little chance of the
murderer being caught — until he makes the crucial and vain mistake of challenging
Hercule Poirot to frustrate his plans.

A Study in Scarlet (Holmes and Watson’s first mystery) Holmes and Watson are
summoned to a south London house, where they find a dead man whose contorted face
is a twisted mask of horror. The body is unmarked by violence but on the wall a
mysterious word has been written in blood.

Great Expectations A terrifying encounter with an escaped convict in a graveyard on the
wild Kent marshes; a summons to meet the bitter, decaying Miss Havisham and her
beautiful, cold-hearted ward Estella; the sudden generosity of a mysterious benefactor
— these form a series of events that change the orphaned Pip’s life forever, and he
eagerly abandons his humble origins to begin a new life as a gentleman. Dicken’s
haunting late novel depicts Pip’s education and development through adversity as he
discovers the true nature of his ‘great expectations’

My Cousin Rachel Orphaned at an early age, Philip Ashley, is raised by his benevolent
cousin, Ambrose. Resolutely single, Ambrose is delighted to make Philip his heir, safe in
the knowledge that he will treasure his beautiful Cornish estate. Philip’s world is
shattered when Ambrose sets off on a trip to Florence. There he falls in love and
marries and then dies suddenly in suspicious circumstances

Howards End The story of a house and two sisters. Helen and Margaret Schlegel
struggle to come to terms with the problems of their inheritance in Edwardian England.
Kim First published in 1901, Kipling’s masterpiece tells the story of a half-caste boy who
travels through the sub-continent with an aged lama and finds himself involved in the
military intrigues of the Great Game. However, the glory of the book is to be found less
in Kim’s delightful adventures than in the unsurpassed panorama they evoke of Anglo-
Indian life at the end of the nineteenth century: brilliant, moving and intensely alive.
The Call of the Wild Uprooted from the good life of an estate in California, Buck — the
dog hero of The Call of the Wild —is thrust into the turmoil of the Klondike gold rush in
the savage and unrelenting northland.

The war may be over, but
danger lurks in the shadows of the wreckage. Caught between invading armies, ruthless
gangs and the constant threat of starvation, Otto and his friends must learn to stay
alive. However, the Nazi regime left psychological wounds that are slow to heal: rifts
arise in their little group and terrible secrets surface when a sinister figure emerges
from the darkness....

The Amazing Mind of Alice Makin Alice is growing up in post-war London, a grey world
of old bomb sites. Her escape is her imagination but when a new boy starts school,
Alice’s mind begins playing tricks on her. She is oddly drawn to him and whenever they
are together the world becomes a more exciting place. A place where the things she
imagines appear to become real.

Roll of Thunder, Hear my Cry ‘We have no choice of what colour we’re born....what we
do have is some choice over what we make of our lives once we’re here’. Cassie cannot
understand why she should have to get off the pavement and walk in the road when
Miss Lillian comes along, nor why she should be served last at the grocery store when
she has been first in the queue.

The Golden Mole A gorgeously illustrated collection of the lives of some of the Earth’s
most astounding animals, The Golden Mole is a chance to be awestruck and lovestruck
— to reckon with the beauty of the world, its fragility, and its strangeness.
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The Light in Everything (Carnegie Shortlist 2023) When shy Tom and angry Zofia end
up moving into the same home as they await the arrival of a new baby,
frustrations and heartache rise to the surface in this powerful, moving story of
blended families and embracing change.

The Space we’re in Frank is ten. He likes cottage pie and football and cracking codes.
Max is five. He eats only Quavers and some colours are too bright for him and if he has
to wear a new T-shirt he melts down down down. Sometimes Frank wishes Mum could
still do hugh paintings of stars and asteroids like she used to, but since Max was born
she just doesn’t have time. When tragedy hits Frank and Max’s lives like a comet, can
Frank piece together a universe in which he and Max aren’t light years apart?

Noughts and Crosses (Book 1) (Book 2: Knife Edge Book 3: Checkmate Book 4: Double
Cross Book 5: Crossfire) (Novella’s: An Eye for an Eye and Nought Forever) Sephy is a
Cross —a member of the dark-skinned ruling class. Callum is a nought — a ‘colourless’
member of the underclass who were once slaves to the Crosses. The two have been
friends since early childhood. But that’s as far as it can go. Until the first steps are taken
towards more social equality and a limited number of Noughts are allowed into Cross
schools. Against a background of prejudice and distrust, intensely highlighted by violent
terrorist activity by Noughts, a romance builds between Sephy and Callum —a romance
that is to lead both of them into terrible danger.

Tender Earth Laila Levenson has always been the baby of the family, but now, with her
older siblings, Mira and Krish, leaving home just as she starts secondary school,
everything feels like it’s changing. Can the reappearance of Nana Josie’s Protest Book,
and the spirit it releases in Laila, her friends and her local community, help her find her
own voice and discover what she truly believes in?

No ballet shoes in Syria Aya is eleven years old and has just arrived in Britain with her
mum and baby brother, seeking asylum from war in Syria. When Aya stumbles across a
local ballet class, the formidable dance teacher spots her exceptional talent and
believes Aya has the potential to earn a prestigious ballet scholarship. But at the same
time, Aya and her family must fight to be allowed to remain in the country, to make a
home for themselves, and to find Aya’s father — separated from the rest of the family
during the journey from Syria.

A Pocketful of Stars Safiya and her mum rarely see eye to eye. But when her Mum falls
ill, something mysterious happens. Saff finds herself transported back in time to her
Mum’s childhood home in Kuwait. And it becomes clear that this isn’t just a magical
place: it's a game. As Saff figures out how to play the game, she realises that opening
her heart to the past is the key to changing her future....

Away with words (Carnegie shortlist 2024) Following the friendship that blossoms
between a newcomer in Scottish town who doesn't speak much English yet and a
local girl with selective mutism, Cameron's empowering novel is a thoughtful and
lyrical exploration of the power of communication.

The Girl who became a Tree: A story told in poems (Carnegie shortlist 2021) A story of
a girl with a hurt she can’t express. A tale of a creature? A tail of deepest red. A journey

in a library where a forest lurks. A message that is stolen. A fable of growing hurts.
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Moonrise Joe has not seen his brother for ten years, and it is for the most brutal or
reasons. Now Ed’s execution date has been set, and Joe is determined to spend those
last weeks with him, no matter what other people think....

Truth be told Tara has been raised by her Mam and Nan in Derry City. Faith lives in rural
Armagh. Their lives on opposite sides of a political divide couldn’t be more different.
Until they come face-to-face with each other and are shocked to discover they look
almost identical. Are they connected?

A Greyhound of a Girl Mary’s great grandmother is a ghost. But she’s not an old ghost.
She’s a young woman who never lived to see her children grow up. Now she’s back on
an urgent mission. She needs Mary’s help to give a dying woman one last, glorious
adventure. This is a story about saying goodbye to life and the people we love.

Saving Daisy For as long as | could remember it was always about the three of us.
Daisy’s Mum is gone. Her Dad refuses to talk about it. As far as Daisy’s concerned, it’s all
her fault. As her life starts to spiral out of control, panic leads to tragedy and Daisy’s left
alone.

PET (Carnegie Longlist 2021) There are no monsters any more, or so the children in the
city of Lucille have been taught. Jam and her best friend, Redemption, have grown up
with this lesson all their lives. But when Jam meets Pet she begins to question what
she’s been told. Pet has come to hunt the evil lurking in Redemption’s house....But how
do you save the world from monsters if no one will admit they exist?

Shades of Scarlet When Mum gives her the notebook, Scarlet should be happy. It’s
beautiful, with its shiny scarlet cover and its blank pages full of promise. But Scarlet is
absolutely not in the mood for a peace offering. Does Mum really think she can tear
their family apart and expect Scarlet to be happy about it?

Lenny’s Book of Everything (Carnegie 2020 Longlist) Lenny Spink is the sister of a giant.
Her little brother Davey won’t stop growing —and at seven is as tall as a man. When
they receive their monthly instalment of Burrell’s Build-it-at Home Encyclopedia set, fun
and excitement burst into Lenny’s and Davey’s lives. The amazing, mysterious entries in
the book’s pages give them a way to dream of escape: Lenny vows to become a beetle
expert, while Davey decides he will run away to Canada and build a log cabin. But as
Davey’s disease progresses, the siblings’ richly imagined world becomes harder to cling
to in this deeply moving and original novel about grief, family and wonder

We were wolves (Carnegie Longlist 2022) The boy lives in a caravan on his own in the
woods. His dad, John, is in prison but promises he’ll be out soon. All the boy needs to do
is survive alone for a little while longer. But dark forces are circling — like the bad man
he’s been warned about, who arrives asking questions; and the rucksack the boy must
keep hidden; and maybe, just maybe, more ancient forces that have lain asleep for an
age....

The Lost Soul Atlas For as long as Twig can remember, it’s been him and Da — family
over everything. So when Twig finds himself alone on the streets, he feels totally lost.
That is until he meets Flea, a cheerful pickpocket, who feels like the best friend he never
had. But then Twig wakes up in the Afterlife with just a handful of memories from Earth
and one big question — how did he get there?

The Ones that Disappeared Some stories need to be told...A moving, beautifully written
and poignant novel about child trafficking and the search for freedom. Kept by a
ruthless gang, three children manage to escape from slavery. However, freedom is not
just waiting on the outside. Separated, scared and looking after a small child, Esra will
do whatever she can to reunite with her friend Miran, who was captured by the police -
the police who she must not trust. Hiding in the shadows of the forest, Esra is found by
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a local boy, a boy with his own story. Together they will create a man out of mud. A
man who will come to life and lead them through a dark labyrinth of tunnels until they
finally have the courage the step above ground. Until they finally have the courage to
speak their story. Until they finally have the courage to be free.

The Year the Gypsies came 99 Winslow Lane, Johannesburg. A street lined with
bluegum woods and lush foliage. Indoors, twelve-year old Emil Iris’s family are living a
seemingly idyllic existence, but underneath it all are quarrels, unhappiness and
uncertainty. One day, a family of wanderers — an Australian couple and their two sons —
come to stay with the Irises. For a while, Emily’s parents can put their differences aside
and be like a real family. However, as spring goes on, these ‘gypsies’ cast shadows of
different shapes over Emily’s family, shadows which shatter them all. Even in her
darkest moments, can Emily still find hope from within?

The Climbers (Carnegie Longlist 2022) Sully is the best tree climber in the village. He
can scale Twisted Sister’s tangled branches and clamber up Double Trunker with ease.
But when new kid Nottingham shows up and astonishes everyone with his climbing
skilss, Sully’s status is under threat and there’s only one way to prove who's best.

Kiran Millwood Hargrave Julia and the Shark (Carnegie Shortlist 2023) When her father is required to repair a

Welcome to Nowhere Twelve-year old Omar and his brothers and sisters were born
and raised in the beautiful and bustling city of Bosra, Syria. Omar doesn’t care about
politics — all he wants is to grow up to become a successful businessman who will take
the world by storm. However, when his clever older brother, Musa, gets mixed up with
some young political activists, everything changes....

The Garbage King Dani and Mamo should never have met. In Ethiopia’s great capital
city, they have led unbelievably different lives. Dani’s home is a grand house full or
servants — Mamo has no home at all. Both boys are on the run, one fleeing a tyrannical
father, the other escaping a life of slave labour. Fate has brought them together, and
their only chance of survival is to trust each other with their lives.

Rat (Carnegie 2022 Longlist) When his Mum is sent back to prison, Al knows exactly
who’s to blame. Mr Brayker, who lives downstairs, has been making trouble for Al’s
Mum ever since they moved in, and Al's determined to get his revenge. Ignoring advice
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from his gran and sister, Plum, Al takes things into his own hands with a plan that
involves the only two creatures he can rely on: his pet rats, Venom and Vulture. But
things don’t turn out exactly as he’d imagined....

Steady for this (Carnegie shortlist 2024) Shaun (aka MC Growls) is ready to win

— literally. He’s finally achieved his dream of going viral —just not in the good way. Now
he’s a joke at school, there’s no way he can show his face at Raptology, and to cap it all
off the council is banging on the door with an eviction notice. There’s only one way
through.

In the Key of Code (Carnegie Longlist 2021) When twelve-year-old Emmy starts a
new school, she has never felt more out of tune. But in her computer science class,
taught by the wonderful Ms Delaney, Emmy discovers that music is the key to
unlocking the secrets of coding.

It is a
summer of self-discovery, but especially for Rose who unearths a love story set in another
war, a story that becomes more real when she falls in love herself

right gang. Swimming is her only refuge. Sammy has fled his home and family in Eritrea
for the chance of a new life in Europe. Every step he takes is a step into an unknown
and unwelcoming future. A twist of fate brings them together and gives them hope. But
is hope enough to mend a broken world?

Rook A poignant, beautifully written novella about growing up and family. A companion
piece to the hugely successful Brock and Pike, McGowan warms hearts once more with
the adventures of Nicky and Kenny

Stargazing for Beginners When Meg looks at the stars, she sees adventure. She sees
escape. She sees her future. Meg’s big ambition is to become an astronaut. However,
her hopes are thrown into chaos when her mum disappears to follow up yet another of
her Very Important Causes....and leaves Meg and her baby sister behind. Can Meg take
care of Elsa and still follow her own path? She will need a miracle of cosmic proportions.
But then nobody ever got anywhere by dreaming small....

A Kind of Spark Addie knows exactly who she is. Addie knows that sharks are more
interesting than dolphins, she knows her favourite words in the thesaurus, and she
knows that her older sisters are opposites.
