• Work with a study partner if this is beneficial to both of you, but keep 
any socialising to agreed breaks

• Do not access social media during ‘school’ hours



• Use a revision timetable to stay on top of revision (be specific about 
topics/times for each subject)

• Ensure to factor in your rest breaks

• Try to limit use of your mobile phone whilst revising

• Consider if music is distracting or helping

• Don’t ‘opt out’ of family celebrations/gatherings



• Prepare the equipment needed for your exam the night before

• Ensure you eat a decent breakfast before school

• Make sure you get enough sleep

• Try not to discuss papers after the event



• Opportunity to establish good routines for the Summer

• What works/doesn’t work?

• Not realistic in terms of intensity

• Work out the ‘gaps’

• What’s the worst that can happen!?
